The MANAGEMENT ASSOCIATION OF THE PHILIPPINES (MAP) mourns the passing away of one of its founders, Amb. RAMON V. DEL ROSARIO SR. (RVR), on September 7 at the age of 90.
RVR was one of the seven young men who spearheaded in 1950 the creation of MAP which was envisaged to promote management excellence and gather together in professional pursuits and camaraderie the senior management practitioners in Philippine business. MAP remains faithful to those very same ideals of management excellence that were put in place by its seven visionaries 58 years ago. 
As a fitting tribute, the MAP office has been named the “Ramon V. del Rosario Sr. Center for Management Excellence” or simply RVR Center, in recognition of RVR’s overall leadership and laudable achievements in Philippine business and international relations.  RVR was himself conferred the “MAP Management Man of the Year” Award in 1988.

A true entrepreneur in spirit – and an outstanding career person as well – RVR is cited by his co-founders as the “brains” that gave birth to MAP.  Today, about 850 top management practitioners in Philippine business are members of MAP.
